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35.1		Policy





35.1.1	The BSUPD recognizes valid identification from all local, national, and international news organizations and accords media privileges to individuals employed by them.





35.1.2	The importance of practicing courtesy at all times cannot be overemphasized.





a.	Upon request, a member shall provide his/her name and badge number to the press.





b.	Any complaints by members concerning members of the press shall be immediately reported through the chain of command to the Assistant Director, BSUPD.





35.2		Media Access





35.2.1	Accredited  news media representatives shall have reasonable access to all members of the department, but news gathering and reporting efforts shall not be allowed to interfere with the police mission.





35.2.2	Unless members of the media are in violation of the law, or are physically preventing the police from carrying out their duties, they shall not be hindered or restricted by members of this department.

35.3		Procedures





35.3.1	All news media inquiries shall be directed to the Director of Public Relations or his/her designee.





35.3.2	Members shall not make any statements involving an active investigation or any police matter without the prior, expressed consent of the Director of Public Relations or his/her designee.
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
