KEEP Partnership Agreement 

Bowie State University’s mission is to promote student success and retention by providing programs and activities that foster students’ academic, social, and personal development.  The KEEP partnership is designed to assist students with addressing issues that contributed to difficulties in academic performance.  The partnership will provide students with both individual attention and group support, and encourage systematic problem solving to facilitate a full, rich, balanced experience.  

The KEEP Program is designed for students in academic difficulty that has less than (<) 30 credits and a cumulative GPA between 1.50 and 1.99.

Students in the KEEP Program are expected to do the following:

1. Agree to participate in the KEEP Program by signing this KEEP Contract.    

Students in KEEP may be asked to attach this signed contract to a letter of appeal for Academic Probation or Financial aid Suspension.

2. Students must agree to retake any courses with a “F” or ”D” grade in the first semester in attendance  immediately following the term they experienced academic difficulties or failed the courses.

3. Be placed on a Financial Aid Academic Plan, as determined by the Financial Aid Office.

4. Be allowed to apply for or remain in housing, as determined by the Office of Residence Life at the University.

5. Attend 2 mandatory meetings during the semester with the Academic Advising Center.  These meetings will be held on two Wednesdays during the semester at 8:00 am and 4:30 pm.   The first meeting will be held during the first month of school, and the second meeting will be held immediately after midterms, prior to the final date to withdraw/audit classes.  If a student is not present at both of these meetings, and the GPA does not exceed 2.0 at the end of the semester, that student will not be recommended to return to BSU at the end of the affected semester.

6. Strive to study two hours outside of class for every hour scheduled in class.

7. Discuss withdrawal from any classes or from the university, with an academic advisor before completing the withdrawal process.  Withdrawal or audition of classes may result in suspension of financial aid.

8. Meet with your Academic Advisor at least once each semester to discuss your progress, select courses and review your Academic Advisement Report (AAR).

9. Be required to attend mandatory tutoring sessions and provide documentation from the Tutoring Center at the midterm workshop with the Advising Center Staff on October 30, 2013.
10. Be required to turn in an Academic Progress Report from the instructor of the class in which they are experiencing difficulty at the October 30, 2013 midterm workshop.  This report will indicate the student has been attending classes regularly, and is making progress toward successful completion of the subject.

Upon completion of your full participation in the services outlined, a letter of support from The Academic Advisement Center will be forwarded to the University Registrar, and the Office of Provost.  The letter will document your participation and use of the recommended services. Failure to participate as outlined will be documented and may negatively impact any future request for reinstatement.
